Even Pat Paulsen
received one vote from the staff.

Judging from the votes tabulated,
the staff and students of DHS tend to
be more Republican.

Everyday, newspapers com-
ment on the delinquent teenager and
her problems. But what about the
"normal” girl?

According toarecent survey taken
by a Chicago psychiatrist of ten typ-
ical high school girls from a middle-
class suburb, their basic problems
or concerns fall into four areas.

¢ FRIENDS-Having aclose friend to
talk to and confide in is important.

® DATING- Though sophomores date
occasionally, most seniors have a
boyfriend they see regularly.

e SEX-Desire to understand their
sexual feelings is hindered by unwill-
ingness to discuss them with their
parents.

¢ PARENTS-Though there is a
striving for independence amoung the
girls, they feel a sense of satisfac-
tion with their parents.

A random survey was taken of DHS
girls to compare their feelings with
those of the girls in the Chicago stu-
dv. An occasional girl mentioned a
problem in the areas of friends,. dat-
ing, and sex, but a surprising num-
ber of the girls surveyed have prob-
lems concerning their parents.

_ Results of the DHS survey follows.
(All names used are fictional,)

® FRIENDS-A sense of insecurity is

felt by some girls when entering a
new situation. They are afraid of do-
ing things the "wrong way.' Many
areconcerned about what others
think and say about them: .
® SEX AND DATING-Lack of dates
is troublesome to many girls-who
can't understand why the boys are
friendly towards them in school but
won't ask them out.

= PARENTS-Not being recognized

as a voung adult is the ungversal
gripe against parents. Sue com-

plains, "My parents attempt to mold
me into what they want me to be, not

caring that I want to be an individu-
al."

Oncurrent issues, it was reported
that parents try to ""brainwash" their
daughters into thinking as they do.
Cathy, for instance, can't discuss
things such as the Vietnam War, pol-
itics, or theracial situation with her
parents without their "getting in an
up-roar" over anything she says.
